· Screen off reception area to prevent foot traffic from elsewhere in the hospice

Appointments
· Visitors can only attend if they have pre booked an allocated slot
· Up to three members of the same ‘bubble’ can come to the appointment

· Appointments will be a maximum of one hour

· Clients will not be able to attend consecutive weeks to reduce risk
· Admission only as directed by Treetops staff

· Designated toilet facilities that are wiped down by staff after each use

· Visitors to be asked prior to entering the café if they have any COVID symptoms

· Visitors to sanitise their hands before entering the café

· Visitors to wear face coverings unless eating and drinking

· Details of visitors taken at booking to comply with Test and Trace
· Staff to go home immediately after café has finished and cleared away

· No other staff members to enter Wellbeing Space on the day of the café

· All staff and volunteers attending the café to have lateral flow testing as per organisation policy
